NOTICE OF APPLICATION FOR AN ORDER

Torbay Council (“the Council”) of Town Hall, Castle Circus, Torquay TQ1 3DR are to apply to the Secretary of State for Transport under section 6 of the Transport and Works Act 1992 for the above-mentioned order under section 1 of that Act.  

The draft order makes provision -
(a)
to enable the Council to transfer their undertaking in the Babbacombe Cliff Railway (“the Railway”) to the Babbacombe Cliff Railway Community Interest Company or, with the consent of the Secretary of State, to any other person;

(b)
to make provision about charges for using the Railway; and
(c)
to amend and repeal local enactments relating to the Railway.

The application is not to be made subject to an environmental impact assessment.
