Conditions

· Bursaries are available to any student resident in Torbay Local Authority area who is in full time education or further education (up to and including A level courses or equivalent). 

· Applications will be annual and must be applied for at the beginning of a term to last to the end of the current academic year.  Renewals must be made for subsequent years. There will be fixed calendar meetings at which applications will be considered and decisions will only be made at these meetings.

· Students can apply for more than one bursary in each year as long as they are for different organisations. These grants can only be used for extra curricular music provision such as ensembles, music schools, courses be it ‘one offs’ or regular events (e.g. you can apply for a bursary in September to last for a whole year’s activities), they cannot be used for individual instrumental lessons.

· Bursary awards will take into account such things as travel, school music provision, past musical activity, and participation in Torbay Council music activities.  A formula will therefore be devised to see that everyone has fair and equal access to such grants based on provision and musical circumstance (i.e. a pupil at a school with little musical activity will receive a more sympathetic assessment than a school where much goes on. Likewise a pupil in Torquay will receive a ‘weighting’ for distance for any activity which requires travel into Brixham or vice versa).

· There is a fixed budget and once this has been exhausted no further bursaries will be awarded.  Applications will therefore be accepted on a first come first served basis and are not automatic. The authority must be persuaded that a bursary will be advantageous to the pupil’s music development and that the pupil will support the activities of those who are offering the funding (i.e. Pupils must be able to show regular musical activity as part of the Torbay Local Authority). An activity must also have the recommendation of the instrumental teacher as being suitable.
· Full documentation must accompany all applications including a copy invoice unless it is a Torbay activity when we will make direct contact with the organisation.
· Bursaries of up to a maximum 70% of a fee per annum on Torbay LA activities and 40% of National or Private activities can be applied for. 

· Examples (not exhaustive) of LA Activities:- Youth Orchestra (Torbay or Devon County), Wind Orchestra, Festival Chorus/Young Voices, G&T Courses.

· Examples (not exhaustive) of private organisations (including Charities):- National Children’s Orchestra, Conservatoire ¨Junior Music Schools¨, Torbay & South Devon Music Centre, Brixham Youth Band, MusicPeg, Torbay Vocal Theatre Group, local Amateur Dramatic societies. 

· Application periods will close on the last calendar day of September, January and April. Grants will not be awarded retrospectively.

· Monies will be sent in a lump sum directly to the organisations concerned unless special provision has been agreed.
