Go Green on the Green

If you want to do your bit for the environment but you are not sure where to start, an event in Paignton on Saturday 18 September will help provide plenty of ideas.

Torbay's “Go Green on the Green” event will be held from 10am to 4pm on Paignton Green between the Pier and the Cinema. 

September 2007 saw the advent of an annual environmental event in Torbay’s calendar to recognise international "In Town without My Car Day." 

The aim was to encourage people to use more sustainable forms of transport in order to reduce carbon dioxide emissions, which are the main cause of climate change, and improve local air quality. It was a great success and attracted over 500 visitors. 

The event organised by Torbay Council was re-branded "Torbay Green Day" in 2008, and attracted nearly 2,000 visitors. 

The range and number of exhibitors on 18 September as increased substantially from the last event and will cover public transport, cycling, low carbon vehicles, recycling, water efficiency, Fairtrade, energy efficiency, climate change, renewable energy and local food and drink.

Every visitor will receive a free reusable shopping bag,and over 70s and benefits claimants will also get a free low energy light bulb. In addition people can try their skill at making their own smoothie using pedal power! They can also make their own musical instrument out of rubbish at a junk band workshop with Big Beat. 

There will also be the chance to play Carbonopoly and win some prizes. The Rubbish Heads will also be out and about, and other attractions will include music and stunt bikes.

Torbay Council Cabinet Member Cllr Chris Lewis said: "This year's event provides an excellent opportunity for people to come along and find out how they can play their part in tackling climate change.

"We must all work together to reduce carbon emissions through such measures as increasing the use of public transport and reducing the amount of energy we use."
