Safety improvement work to Brixham's Blackball Lane finishes on time

Work on the Blackball Lane improvements is due to be completed later today and coaches will be allowed back into Oxen Cove to park from tomorrow (Saturday 20 March).

Torbay Council has widened and repaired a section of Blackball Lane in Brixham to improve safety for vehicles and pedestrians. The metal fencing along the cliff edge between Dalverton Court and the low stone wall was in poor condition and needed urgent attention.

The work, costing £60,000, involved erecting a line of high concrete kerbs along the road edge with a concrete pavement behind, and the road width has been increased to 4m. This involved removing part of the Bench House retaining wall on the opposite side of the road. 

Access to Oxen Cove and Freshwater car parks was controlled throughout the works, and alternative coach parking was provided in Brixham Central Car Park whilst the work was being carried out.

Cabinet Member for Transport, Councillor Chris Lewis, said: "It’s been a great team effort with the contractors to get the work completed within the timescale and the weather has been on our side, which has helped.

"The council has been working closely on this scheme with Brixham 21 and Brixham Town Council, and this improvement work has been well received by many local organisations. It was vital that this work was carried out, because the metal fencing along the cliff edge was a danger to members of the public. The council is committed to schemes like this, which will help improve road and pedestrian safety.

"Thank you to everyone who has given us their support during this difficult time. We very much appreciate your patience over the last four weeks."
