This letter confirms the arrangement made between Torbay Council and Xxxx (‘the Production Company’) whereby Torbay Council have agreed to make available the following property and / or facilities owned by Torbay Council Torbay Town/ area (“the property”) to film, photograph and record or include in a live relay all or any part of the Property, including the contents and for such purpose to bring onto and into the Property such persons and equipment as deemed appropriate and under the following conditions;

1. The Property shall be available to the Production Company as follows:-

In consideration for the sum of one Great British Pound (£1) the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged Torbay Council grant’s the Production Company the right to enter and to film the Property in accordance with the terms of this Agreement. 
2. The Production Company shall be responsible for:-

a)
all costs in connection with the supply of electricity, gas, water, sewage and other services consumed during the period the Production Company are using the Property provided all such costs are pre-approved by the Production Company in writing.

b) 
all costs and disbursements reasonably incurred by Torbay Council to facilitate the Production Company filming at the Property provided all such costs are pre-approved by the Production Company in writing. 
3.  Each party warrants to the other party that they are free to enter into this agreement without having to obtain consent from any other person or persons.

4. Torbay Council undertakes and agrees that the Production Company shall have the non-exclusive right and licence to enter upon the Property and make such use thereof as may be required during the period of this license. 
5. The Production Company will reimburse Torbay Council for any reasonable costs pre-approved by the Production Company in writing for extra heating and / or lighting consumed during the period of filming and arising directly from the production upon receipt of an invoice setting out such costs.

6. The Production Company accept responsibility for the safety of all filming activity and shall take reasonable steps to ensure that this is organised in a safe and proper manner and that all collateral actions necessary for undertaking the activity are adequately and properly supervised and that no other actions are pursued by the Company’s servants or agents. 
7. The Production Company agree to undertake a risk assessment prior to entering the Premises for filming and to provide a copy of the resulting Safety Plan to Torbay Council and to ensure all participants and contractors comply with all relevant health and safety legislation and guidelines whilst on site. 
8. The Production Company undertake not to damage the fabric of the Property, or its contents and adjacent land, reasonable wear and tear for uses permitted under this Agreement accepted.  In the unlikely event of any such damage occurring and provided that such damage is proven to be at the fault of the Production Company, its servants or agents, the Production Company undertake to reinstate at their own cost, to the Council’s reasonable satisfaction.  Any costs and expenses incurred by Torbay Council in respect of the Production Company’s failure to comply with this condition will be reimbursed by the Production Company immediately upon production of an invoice setting out such costs.

9. The Production Company will not make a claim against Torbay Council or any servant or agent of the Council in respect of loss or damage to property sustained by The Production Company (or by any agent of or member of The Production Company for whom The Production Company is responsible) by reason of or arising out of or connected with the use of the Property, unless such loss or damage to property is at the fault of Torbay Council or any servant or agent of the Council.
10. To the extent that any action arises due to the Company’s breach of any of its warranties contained herein the Production Company will fully and effectively indemnify Torbay Council and any servant or agent of the Council against all liabilities claims actions proceedings demands costs charges or expenses which may be incurred by or made against the Council and any servant or agent of the Council in respect of sickness or personal injury (including injury resulting in death) or loss of or damage to any property or any claim in respect of nuisance by reason of this agreement save in respect of where this occurs as a result of the Council’s negligence. Torbay Council acknowledges that its sole remedy for breach by the Production Company of any of its obligations under this Agreement shall be damages and that damages are adequate compensation. 
11. The Production Company will effect with an Insurance Company Public Liability Insurance for not less than £5 million in respect of any claim or series of claims arsing out of one event. Evidence of Insurance shall be produced to the Council prior to the commencement of this contract.
12. The Production Company shall comply at all times with Torbay Council’s Code of Conduct and by signing this letter the Production Company confirms that it has read and understood the terms of the Code of Conduct.
13. The Production Company shall use its reasonable endeavours to provide Torbay Council with as much notice as possible as to when the production that includes the Property is to be aired to the public, however Torbay Council acknowledges (i) that production schedules are subject to change and therefore the Production Company may only be able to provide an estimated transmission date and (ii) that the Production Company maintains editorial  control of the production at all times and will be under no obligation to produce the programme or to include the Property in the programme.  The Production Company shall provide to Torbay Council such reasonable assistance it may require for the purposes of publicity and Torbay Council agrees not to issue any press or publicity statement without the Production Company’s prior written consent.
14. All rights in the films, photographs and recordings made and / or taken by us at the Property shall vest in the Production Company and they shall be entitled to:

a) Represent the Property if so desired as being another real or fictional place according to requirements.

b) Incorporate the scenes of the Property in the final version of the film either as a sequence or on its own or proceeded, interlaced or followed by such scenes as may be required (including without limitations, scenes of studio sets representing for the purpose of the film, the interior of the Property).

c) Exploit and exhibit the film with or without the scenes photographed at the Property by all means and in any medium either now known or hereafter devised without any restriction whatsoever.

15. Torbay Council acknowledges it will, at times, be privy to the Production Company’s confidential information and hereby agrees not to disclose any such information to any third party. In addition, Torbay Council agrees not to, at any time, give any information or make any statement (including, without limitation to the press or online) in relation to the production without the Production Company’s prior written consent.

16. This Agreement and all matters ancillary to it shall be governed by and construed in accordance with English law and the English courts will have exclusive jurisdiction.
