The search is on for street dancers

Groups who want to showcase their street dance talents are being urged to sign up for a competition, which is being held at Torbay Leisure Centre in Paignton as part of My Festival 2010.

The free event on Saturday 18 September has been organised by Chair of the event, Councillor Cindy Stocks, Torbay Council youth workers, PCSO's from across the Bay and Vtalentyear volunteers. It is being sponsored by Torbay Youth Service, Devon and Cornwall Police and Safer Communities. 

My Festival 2010 will showcase activities for young people in the Bay, including various sports and modern dance. There will also be exhibitors offering activities for everyone from toddlers to adults.

As part of the event Torbay Council's Youth Service and a young volunteer have organised a Street Dance competition for young people aged 11 to 19. This will be judged by the well known dance group, Flava, which made its first appearance on Britain’s Got Talent in 2008.

Chair of My Festival 2010, Councillor Cindy Stocks, said: "I am delighted we were able to secure Flava to judge the competition. They will give advice to the competitors and perform at the end of the event.

"This is a real opportunity for young people, who put a lot of time and effort into practising their talent, to perform in front of a professional, nationally recognised group as well as their friends and relatives. 

"Those young people who enjoy activities other than street dancing will find information and hands-on opportunities from a variety of providers at the Festival - there’s something for everyone.”

Torbay Council's Cabinet Member for Children's Services, Councillor Anna Tolchard, said: "This is a fantastic opportunity for young talented street dancers to show off their skills and I hope lots of dance groups get involved and sign up for the competition.

"The council is here to help young people make the most out of their teenage years and achieve their full potential. Events like My Festival 2010 will help them do that by highlighting some of the many activities available to them across the Bay."
