Eyesight advice offered to road users

Torbay Council is teaming up with opticians Specsavers to give eyesight-related advice to drivers and motorcyclists.

Members of the council's road safety team will join staff in the Specsavers shop in Union Street, Torquay, on Wednesday 8 July to discuss sight issues with customers.

Cabinet Member Cllr Chris Lewis said: "This event provides an excellent opportunity for drivers and motorcyclists to talk to the experts about road safety matters and get advice on eyesight issues, and I hope it is well supported by local residents.

"If you drive and you do not meet the legal requirement you could be fined up to £1,000, receive three penalty points on your licence or even be disqualified from driving, so we are keen to help drivers and motorcyclists stay within the law as well as ensure their eyesight is good."

Road safety officers will be in attendance to give advice on eyesight and driving, and explain the legal requirements.

There will also be advice for motorcyclists on how they should still wear their glasses as they would if driving a car, and the alternative options available such as contact lenses.
