Discussions are still taking place with regards to the location. It is hoped that local clubs and Torbay Council will continue to work with Torbay Sports Council to develop this aspiration to make it a reality.

New Facilities
Exciting new facilities have been proposed at Clennon Valley to include a healthy living centre to include facilities to help prevent childhood obesity, a regional six gymnastics facility and a new rifle pistol shooting range. This partnership has been formed between the Health Service and Torbay Council to improve facilities for clubs.
