By Car

Park in "The Terrace" pay & display car park. From the top floor, follow signs for Museum Road and Torquay Museum.

Join The Terrace from the junction with Torwood Street on the B3199.

By Bus
From the number 12 bus - alight at Cary Parade. 
Walk towards the The Strand and the Clock Tower. 
At the Clock Tower, follow the road to the left (Torwood Street) leading to Babbacombe Road, where the Museum is situated.
During the summer season, it may be possible to travel on an open topped bus from Totnes, Paignton or Torquay directly to the Museum.

Buses also run from The Strand to the Museum.

1. The walk starts at the entrance to Torquay Museum, Collect your stamp, Babbacombe Road, Torquay. Cross the road outside the Museum.  Turn left and continue up hill until you take a right turn into Torwood Gardens Road.
2. Just after the bend you will find the entrance to Torwood Gardens Park - on your right.

3. Follow the path into the park and a little way ahead you will find some seats and an artificial tree stump with carvings. Continue to walk right across the park and rejoin Torwood Gardens Road. Continue to the junction with Parkhill Road. 
4. Carry on along Parkhill Road to the very end. There are splendid views of Torquay harbour, the harbour bridge and Living Coasts. At the far end of Parkhill Road there is a seating area where you may wish to rest for a moment, enjoying the views. There is no footpath - so be careful to avoid traffic and ensure that children are safe on this stretch of road. Next to Living Coasts is Beacon Cove which in past times was a "women only" bathing beach! Much of Beacon Hill was removed to be used in the building of Haldon Pier.
5. At the end of Parkhill Road, cross over to the foot path beside Living Coasts and walk down Beacon Hill to Torquay Harbour. Stay on this side of the road and eventually you will be walking along Victoria Parade. Take the turning on the left along the quayside to follow the route across the bridge. This was once a commercial harbour from where it was possible (in around 1850) to emigrate to the "New World" for the equivalent of £3! 
6. Walk straight ahead to the pedestrian area at Vaughan Parade and follow the path around towards the Pavilion. Veer right into Palk Street and you will see the church of St.John's on the hill directly in front of you. Cross the road to Fleet Street using the pedestrian crossing at the end of Palk Street. Fleet Street has undergone many changes in the past - pictures showing Fleet Street through the years are on show at the Museum.
7. Walk up Fleet Street a little way, in the direction of the town centre until you see signs on the right for St.John's church and The Terrace. There is a choice here - you may either climb the steep steps, or with pushchairs - walk a little further and turn right on to The Terrace.
8. On reaching the higher part of The Terrace you will once again be rewarded by good views of the harbour and Torbay. Walk along The Terrace keeping straight ahead - and you will shortly arrive at the Terrace car-park. You may wish to end your walk here if you have parked here, alternatively - follow the road straight down the hill until you reach the traffic lights. Turn left, up Babbacombe Road to return to Torquay Museum.

Collect your stamp!

You will find the stamp in a small wooden box in the Museum foyer. If you wish to continue past the foyer area and into the Museum, then you must obtain an entrance ticket for which there is an admission charge.
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
