31. Apologies

Apologies for absence were received from Councillors Barnby, Darling (M), Ellery,
Parrott, Pentney, Stubley, Thomas (J) and Tolchard.

32. Minutes

The Minutes of the meeting of the Licensing Committee held on 10 November
2016 were confirmed as a correct record and signed by the Chairman.

33. Taxi Policy Changes

The Committee considered a report that sought agreement for minor amendments
to the Hackney Carriage and Private Hire Licensing Policy. The Principal
Licensing Officer advised the Committee that the changes related to:

Driver licence periods;

The use of CCTV equipment;

Driver Standards Agency Practical Driving Tests; and
Child Sexual Exploitation Training.

34. Wheelchair Accessible Vehicles
Members considered a report that set out work undertaken with regard to
achieving an aspirational target of 20% of the Hackney Carriage and Private Hire
fleet being wheelchair accessible vehicles. Members were advised that over the

last four years officers had been looking at ways to increase the percentage of
wheelchair accessible vehicles licensed in Torbay. This has led to a doubling of

the percentage of accessible vehicles but has since remained stubbornly at this
level for several years.

The Environmental Health Manager (Commercial) informed Members that a
number of options had been considered and consultation had taken place.
However the consultation response was low with none of the options being
universally received. Subsequently a review of the perceived lack of wheelchair
accessible vehicles was undertaken, the findings had not been able to evidence a
problem. There have been no recent Council complaints and no disability user
group has engaged during the two consultation exercises suggesting there is no
significant problem. Significantly, there is a new Private Hire company who is
dedicated to providing wheelchair accessible vehicles, which is advertised on the
Council website along with other providers.

Resolved:

That no additional work be undertaken to increase the percentage of wheelchair
accessible vehicles in either the Hackney Carriage and the Private Hire fleets at
this time.

Al. Introduction and history

Al.1 The Gambling Act 2005 came into force on 15t September 2007. Torbay Council,
as the Licensing Authority are responsible for the Premises Licences issued under
the legislation, along with permits for gaming machines in a number of Premises,
notably Unlicensed Family Entertainment Centres (UFEC’s), Club and Pub
Premises. The Gambling Commission are responsible for Operator Licences and

Personal Licences.

Al.2 From 30th April 2007, Torbay Council became responsible for the administration
and issuing of Premises Licences and UFEC’s. Below are the applications dealt

with between 15t October 2016 and 31st March 2017.

Introduction and history

The Licensing Act 2003 (The Act) came into force on the 24" November 2005. On
the 315t March 2017 Torbay Council had 792 Premises Licences/Club Premises
Certificates; this number is net of licences issued against those that have lapsed
or been surrendered during since the Act came into force. Up to 315t March 2017
the Licensing Committee has dealt with a total of 581 premises hearings.

Additionally up to 315t March 2017, 3202 Personal Licences have been issued, of
which 58 were between 15t October 2016 and 315t March 2017.

From 15t October 2016 to 315t march 2017, Torbay Council has dealt with the
following applications under the Licensing Act 2003.

Premises/Club Premises Applications — Minor Variations 8
Personal Licences 58
Hearings (Licensing Committee/Sub-Committee) 8
Appeals (to Magistrates Court) 0

Reviews of Licences (Licensing Committee/Sub-Committee) 0
Transfers of Premises Licences/Club Premises Certificates 23
Transfers of Designated Premises Supervisors 60

The number of Premises Licence applications, being received by the Licensing
and Public Protection Team was 27 compared to 36 in the previous 6 months.

The number of Personal Licences issued was 58 as compared to 74 in the
previous 6 months. While the number of Temporary Events Notices (TENS),
showed a decrease compared to the last period from 195 down to 148. This would
not be considered unusual as the figure for the previous period covers the summer
months where generally more applications would be expected.

There has been no appeals and no reviews during the period. There have been
27 appeals in total, 10 arising from Review decisions.

Transfers of Licences and Designated Premises Supervisors variations showed
little change.
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Al.7 The general picture is therefore still a fairly static.

There are no risks associated with this report.

A3.1 None. Members cannot change the Officer decisions but need to be appraised of
the issues in accordance with the Licensing Policy.

A4.1 There is a fairly static picture, so the income has remained the same.

What impact will there be on equalities, environmental sustainability and
crime and disorder?

A5.1 There are no equalities or environmental sustainability implications, however one
of the Licensing Objectives is the “Prevention of Crime and Disorder”, so the work
will have a positive impact on reducing this.

A6. Consultation and Customer Focus

A6.1 There is public consultation on all new and variation applications for a 28 day
period in the case of new premises licence applications and full variations and 10
working days consultation in respect of a minor variation.

A7. Arethere any implications for other Business Units?

A7.1 There are no significant implications for other Business Units, though the Local
Children’s Safeguarding Board and several teams within Community Safety are
consultees on the applications.
