1. LICENSABLE ACTIVITIES.

A, Live Music {Internal Only)

Initial Proposal: To operate until 12 midnight Sunday to Thursday and 01:00 hours
Friday and Saturday.

Revised Proposal: Live music to operate until 23:00 throughout the week.

B. Recorded Music
Initial Proposal: To operate externally to same hours as internal provision Sunday to
Thursday to 12 midnight, Friday to Saturday to 01:00 hours,

Revised Proposal: External recorded music to cease at 21:00 hours each day.

C. Late Night Refreshment

Initial Proposal: External area to operate to same time as internal operation Sunday to
Thursday to 12 midnight, Friday to Saturday to 01:00 hours.

Revised Proposal: External Late Night Refrashment to cease at 23:00 hours each day.

D. Supply of Alcohol
Initial Proposal: External area to operate to same time as internal area.
Revised Proposal: External Supply of Alcohol to cease at 23:00 hours each day.

Initial Proposal: To permit broadcast of live sporting events, 7 days notice to Devon &
Cornwall Constabulary
Revised Proposal: Withdrawal of request for permission to undertake broadcast of

international events,

2. CONDITIONS

The Prevention of Public Nuisance.

Following consultation with Environmental Health it is proposed that following additional
conditions it would be considered in substitution to those previously tendered.

1. Where appropriate prominent and legible notices shall be displayed at all exists
requesting the public to respect the needs of the local residents and to leave the
premises and area quietly.

2. Live music provided internally will cease at 11 p.m.

3. Use of the external children’s play area will cease at 9 p.m.

Use of the external terrace areas will cease at 11 p.m. in respect of licensable
activities.
Noise relating to licensable activities shall not be audible within any dwelling with
windows open for normal ventilation especially after 23:00 hours, This shall be
assessed from the boundary to the nearest residential properties on all sides of
the licensed premises. The criteria that shall be applied are:-
Before 11 p.m. Noise emanating from premises shall not be clearly
distinguishable above other noise.
After 11 p.m. - Noise emanating from premises shall not be distinguishable
above background levels of noise.
The local authority shall reserve the right in cases of tonal noise and where
premises are attached to others, to make further assessments from within the
residential property.
Doors and windows must be kept shut during entertainment to reduce noise
breakout. A management scheme will be in place to ensure this situation remains.
Suitable and sufficient means of ventilation must be provided and maintained in
accordance with the manufactures guidelines.
Entrances must be provided with lobbies with automatic door-closers. The lobbies
shall be in use throughout the time of entertainment.
Provision of mechanical ventilation or similar system shall not allow noise
breakout from the premises or cause a nuisance by its operation.
Regular maintenance shall be carried out on all plant and machinery to ensure
that noise disturbance from such sources is kept to a minimum,
The volume of any regulated entertainment will be under the control of the
management at all times.

Protection of Children from Harm.

Following consultation with Protection of Children from Harm it is proposed that

additional conditions should be added as follows:-

The premises shall adopt Challenge 21 scheme to tackle underage sales. All
staff to be trained in respect of Challenge 21.

No children under the age of 18 shall be allowed on the premises after 21:00
unless they are dining with an adult or attending a pre-booked function.
