Having carefully considered the oral and written Representations, Members
resolved to grant the licence as the Premises had been operating for a period of
22 months without any reported incidents of concern from the Police or
Environmental Health, and that there had been no Representations objecting to
this application by any of the Responsible Authorities.

Members gave careful consideration to the locality of this Premises, noting the
Objectors concerns, and resolved that this was an appropriate location for this
