Children with Special Educational Needs
Changes to the funding arrangements

Torbay Council is committed to working with schools to remove the barriers to learning that many children meet in their education, so that mainstream schools develop an ever-increasing capacity to meet the needs of all children in their local community. This information sheet explains the funding arrangements for children with special educational needs.

Schools have always received an element of SEN funding in their delegated budget.
Since April 2013 children in schools are funded in three different ways:
	Base funding per pupil 

                (Element 1)
	Schools receive this for every child on the school roll, Per Pupil Entitlement.



	SEN Funding to all schools (Element 2)


	This is based on

· How well children have achieved on entry to schools

· Number of children receiving free school meals

· Deprivation factors (Including IDAC)



	Individual pupil targeted funds (Element  3)


	This is provided to schools for individual children with severe and complex special educational needs. This is the top-up funding for Education, health and Care plans above £6k.




The standard offer of teaching and learning will be funded from the age-weighted pupil unit in a school’s formula funding. For SEN pupils the funding contribution that mainstream schools and academies will make is the standard offer of teaching and learning (Element 1) plus the first £6,000 of additional support (Element 2). When the Local Authority provides funding to schools for additional education support in excess of £6,000 (this is to be known as Element 3).
Will your child’s Education, Health and Care plan (EHCP) continue to be reviewed every year?

Yes.  Your child’s EHCP would still have to be reviewed at least annually. The Annual Review ensures that once a year you, your child, the school, and any professionals involved discuss your child’s progress over the previous 12 months, any changes to your child’s needs and plans for the future. A copy of this Annual Review is sent to the Local Authority, who then read and respond to any issues which arise.

What can you do if you are worried about your child’s progress or the support he/she is receiving in school?

First talk to your child’s school. The school staff will be able to outline how your child is being supported to help make progress. The school’s Special Educational Needs Co-ordinator (SENCO) is responsible for co-ordinating help for children with SEN. He or she can explain how the school provides for your child’s additional needs and how individual targets are set and monitored. 

How would the Local Authority monitor the spending of the school’s SEN budget?

The Local Authority monitors how schools are spending their SEN Budget as part of the Annual Review process for Education, Health and Care Plans.
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
