Curledge Street – From its junction with Midvale Road to the boundary of Nos. 34/36.

The proposed Order will come into force on 7th September 2020 and will continue in force until 30th April 2021.

Temporary On Street Order.

BOROUGH OF TORBAY

Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, Section 14 (1) – Temporary Parking Restriction (Curledge Street, Paignton) Order 2020
WHEREAS the Council of the Borough of Torbay (hereinafter referred to as “The Council”) being the traffic authority for Torbay is satisfied that vehicular traffic on the roads specified in the Schedule to this Order be temporarily prohibited because of the likelihood of danger to the public due to social distancing measures that are required to be put in place around Curledge Street School at school opening and closing times.
NOW THEREFORE the Council in exercise of its powers under Section 14 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 and of all other enabling powers makes the following Order:-
1. This Order shall come into force on 7th September 2020 and may be cited as “Borough of Torbay (Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, Section 14) (Temporary Parking Restriction Covid-19 Road Closures) (Curledge Street, Paignton) Order 2020”, and will continue in force until 30th April 2021.
2. No person shall, except upon the direction or with the permission of a Police Constable in uniform or a Traffic Warden, cause or permit any vehicle to proceed in the lengths of road specified in the Schedule to this Order.
3. Nothing in Article 2 shall render it unlawful to cause or permit any vehicle to proceed in the lengths of road specified in the Schedule if - 
(a)
the vehicle if it cannot conveniently be used for such purpose in any other road to be used in connection with any of the following operations namely:-

(i)
building, industrial or demolition operations;

(ii)
the removal of any obstruction to traffic;

(iii)
the maintenance, improvement or reconstruction of the said lengths of road; or

(iv)
the laying, erection, alteration or repair in or in land adjacent to the said lengths of road of any sewer or of any main, pipe or apparatus for the supply of gas, water or electricity or of any electronic communications network within the meaning of the Communications Act 2003;

(b)
the vehicle if it cannot conveniently be used for such purposes in any other road to be used in the service of a local authority or a water authority in pursuance of statutory powers or duties;

(c)
the vehicle to be used for fire, ambulance or police purposes;

(d)
any vehicle being used by dignitaries in pursuance of ceremonial duties on behalf of the local authority.
