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Primary School Admission Criteria for 2022-23
Entry to Reception and years 1-6

The following pages provide a summary of the admission arrangements for all primary schools in Torbay. They should be read alongside Torbay Council’s Primary and Secondary School Admissions Booklet (TIPS8) which gives general information about the admission arrangements for Torbay. 

If there are enough places available at any school for everyone who has applied to that school, every child will be offered a place. The information below includes a summary of the oversubscription criteria that Torbay primary schools will use if they have more applications than places during the academic year 2022-2023. For full admission policies, see Determined Admission Arrangements 2022-23 on the council’s web site (www.torbay.gov.uk), look on school web sites or contact Student Services on 01803 208908 for a hard copy of a school’s policy. You will also need to see full policies for further details including full definitions of terms. Please be aware these may vary from school to school.

Please note that some schools require supplementary forms if you wish your child to be prioritised against their oversubscription criteria. For main round reception applications you will need to submit supplementary forms directly to the school by the admission deadline (15 January) as well as submitting an admission application to the council.

To apply for a school place you must complete a common application form and submit it to the local authority where you live by 15 January 2022 for admission to reception in September 2022. Submission of a supplementary form does not count as an application. You must also complete and submit the common application form by 15 January.

Definitions relating to Looked After Children – these relate to all schools:
* Following a new finalised School Admissions Code in 2021 issued by the Department of Education priority can now be given to looked after children and all previously looked after children, including those who appear to have been in state care outside of England and ceased to be in care as a result of being adopted. 
Looked after child: a child who is (a) in the care of a local authority or (b) being provided with accommodation by a local authority in the exercise of their social services functions (see the definition in section 22 (1) or the Children Act 1989) at the time the application for a school place is made.
Adopted child: under the terms of section 46 of the Adoption and Children Act 2002. 
Children formerly in care: These children were looked after until they were adopted (see the Adoption and Children Act 2002 section 46) or made the subject of a child arrangements order or a special guardianship order (Children Act section 14A). 
Child Arrangements order: an order settling the arrangements to be made as to the person with whom the child is to live under Section 8 of the Children Act 1989 as amended by s. 14 of the Children and Families Act 2014.
Special guardianship order: under the terms of section 14A of the Children Act 1989, an order appointing one or more individuals to be a child’s special guardian (or special guardians).
Evidence required for previously looked after children will be:
· An adoption order under section 46 or the adoption and Children Act 2002 or
· A child arrangements order or
· A residence order settling the arrangements to be made as to the person with whom the child is to live under section 8 of the Children Act 1989 or
· A special guardianship order appointing one or more individuals to be a child’s special guardian(s) under section 14A of the Children Act 1989.

Definition relating to Exceptional Medical or Social Need – this is the same for all schools who use this as an oversubscription criterion:
The need must be specific to this school: a child may have very challenging circumstances that require additional support but if that support could also be provided at another school, there would be no exceptional need to attend this school. In order to seek priority on this basis, parents must complete the school’s Supplementary Information Form for Exceptional Need. All applicants must complete an application form.

The exceptional need could be due to the parent’s circumstances. Exceptional need could include:
· A serious medical condition, which can be supported by medical evidence;
· Significant caring responsibilities, which can be supported by a social worker;
· Where one or both parents or the child has a disability that may make travel to another school more difficult, which can be supported by medical evidence.

These examples aren’t meant to be exhaustive or exclusive. Neither should it be assumed that similar circumstances would impact on different children and families in the same way.

· If there are medical reasons that make it essential for a child to attend this school, the parent must provide supporting information from a doctor, together with any other relevant information. This must make a compelling case as to why the child's needs or the parent can only be met here; a medical condition in itself will not automatically result in a place here. It isn’t essential for the doctor to name our school and we wouldn’t expect a doctor to have sufficient, specific knowledge of the school but the evidence should explain exactly what the child's needs are and what specialist support and facilities are required.
· For social reasons, parents must provide independent evidence from a relevant professional supporting the family. The supporting evidence must set out the reasons why this school is the most suitable and the difficulties that would be caused if the child had to attend another school. It isn’t essential for the professional supporting the family to have in-depth knowledge of our school but the evidence must explain exactly what the needs are and what specialist support and facilities are required.

Exceptional need for admission to the school will not be accepted on the grounds that:
· A child may be separated from a friendship group;
· Parents wish to avoid a child from the current or previous setting;
· Child-care arrangements before or after school would have to be changed;
· Transport arrangements would have to be changed;
· There is a medical condition such as asthma that doesn’t require specialised treatment;
· The child has a particular interest or ability in a subject or activity.

Evidence from a relevant professional, independent of the family will be required in every case and should be made available in time for us to rank the application using the school’s oversubscription criteria. This should provide a reasoned and unequivocal opinion establishing why the child would suffer a significant detriment by not being admitted to this school. Evidence should be from a GP, consultant or other health care worker or social care officer working with the child. Without satisfactory supporting evidence, we will not prioritise an application as demonstrating exceptional need. We may seek our own advice to establish whether we are the only school that could meet a child’s needs.

Parents can indicate on a common application form that they believe there is an exceptional need for admission here. It isn’t expected that a parent will seek this priority at a school that was not named as the first preference. The onus is on parents to submit their supporting evidence and to provide further evidence if requested to do so. Parents who apply using a common application form from another LA without a tick box for exceptional need should put a note in the reasons for their preference that they are requesting exceptional need priority and provide the required supporting evidence.

If we accept that exceptional need has been demonstrated, the application will be prioritised. This does not guarantee that a place will be available. Where we don’t agree that the need is exceptional, the application will be prioritised according to the other oversubscription criteria.

	Faith oversubscription criteria: Schools designated with a religious character may give additional priority for admission where faith criteria are met by an applicant. 

Eligibility for faith priority where this forms part of a school’s arrangements is not a guarantee of admission


	
	Member of staff:  Many schools in Torbay give admissions priority to the children of members of staff. This will be any salaried person employed at the school when the application is made. Where the duties of a member of staff are undertaken at different schools in a federation or chain of schools, there will be admissions priority only at one school. This will be at the member of staff’s base school. Where that can’t be identified, priority will be at the school where he or she expects to work for most of the time in the current academic year. 

All members of staff are considered to be important part of the school community: teaching and non-teaching. This includes members of staff employed by a third party, whose duties are solely at the school. 

Eligibility for children of staff priority where this is part of a school’s arrangements is not a guarantee of admission.


	
	Sibling: ‘Sibling’ means a natural brother or sister, a half brother or sister, a legally adopted brother or sister or half-brother or sister, a stepbrother or sister or other child living in the same household as part of a single-family unit at the date of their application for a place.

A sibling who has been offered a place within the normal admissions round will be considered as if he or she were on roll for the purposes of oversubscription priority where a child seeks admission in-year. 

A sibling who has been offered an in-year place for the beginning of the next term will be considered as if he or she were on roll for the purposes of oversubscription priority where a child seeks admission at the normal round. 

Eligibility for sibling priority where this is part of the school’s arrangements is not a guarantee of admission


	
	Home address: Places are offered here based on where the child will attend school, not necessarily where they live when the application is made. If we have vacancies, then it doesn’t matter whether the home address is in our catchment or relatively close to the school. 

The home address is where a child normally lives. Where a child lives with parents with shared parental responsibility, each for part of a week or for one week in turn, the home address is determined by a joint declaration from the parents which may set out the pattern of residence. The address used will be the address from which the child attends school on most mornings in a normal school week. If no declaration is received and there is no relevant Court Order, the home address will be the address at which the child is registered with a GP. If this is not possible or is in dispute, any other evidence provided by parents will also be considered in reaching a decision on the home address for admissions purposes. This may be necessary where parents don’t agree on the child’s home address. Parents are urged to reach agreement or seek a Specific Issues Order from a court to decide which parent should or should not pursue an application. Where they do not, the admissions authority will determine the home address. 

Where we ask for evidence of a new address from which a child would attend school, this would often be written confirmation of a house purchase or a formal tenancy agreement. We recognise that some families may be unable to provide this. Parents who can’t provide this evidence should contact us or the LA. There is no intention to disadvantage families where there is a genuine reason why evidence cannot be provided.

	Looked after children

The highest priority in the oversubscription criteria must be given to looked after children and previously looked after children. A looked after child is a child who is (a) in the care of a local authority, or (b) being provided with accommodation by a local authority in the exercise of their social services functions (see the definition in Section 22(1) of the Children Act 1989) at the time of making an application to a school.

A previously looked after child is a child who was looked after, but ceased to be so because they were adopted or became subject to a child arrangement order (formerly known as a residence order) or a special guardianship order immediately following having been looked after, including those who appear to the Academy to have been in state care outside of England (i.e. in the care of or accommodated by a public authority, religious organisation or any other provider whose sole/main purpose is to benefit society) and ceased to be in state care as a result of being adopted. The admission authority may request a copy of the adoption order, child arrangement order or special guardianship order and a letter from the local authority/care provider that last looked after the child confirming that he or she was looked after immediately prior to that order being made.

An adoption order is an order under Section 46 of the Adoption and Children Act 2002.  
A child arrangement order settles the arrangements as to the person with whom the child is to live under Section 8 of the Children Act 1989 as amended by Section 12 of the Children and Families Act 2014. Child arrangements orders replace residence orders and any residence order in force prior to 22 April 2014 is deemed to be a child arrangement order. 
Section 14A of the Children Act 1989 defines a special guardianship order as an order which appoints one or more individuals to be a child’s special guardian(s). 

	
	Resident

The normal family home is taken as the address where the child is resident and at which the person or persons with parental responsibility for the child resides. Where parents live at separate addresses and have joint custody, the address used will be the one where the child spends the main part of the school week (e.g. Sunday night to Thursday night inclusive). Where responsibility for a child is shared evenly, the address of the person receiving Child Benefit will be used for admissions purposes. Childcare arrangements involving relatives’ addresses do not qualify as normal family addresses for this purpose unless there is a Child Arrangement Order in place.
For children of UK service personnel and crown servants, the Academy will not refuse to process an application or refuse a place solely because the family do not yet have an intended address, or do not yet live in the area. The Academy will use the address at which the child will live when applying oversubscription criteria, as long as some evidence of their intended address. The Academy will use a Unit or quartering address as the home address where requested.
