(20MPH LIMIT) ORDER
NOTICE is hereby given that Torbay Council proposes to make the above Order in exercise of its powers under Section 84 (1) and (2) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (hereinafter referred to as “the Act of 1984”) and of all other enabling powers, and after consultation with the Chief Officer of Police in accordance with Part 111 of Schedule 9 to the Act of 1984, the effect of which is to introduce a 20mph zone on the road specified in Schedule 1 to this order. This is proposed in order to improve road safety for all road users.

	From its junction with Hawkins Avenue to a point 15 metres south of that junction

	Upper Cockington Lane
	From its junction with Drake Avenue to a point 55 metres south of its junction with Shiphay Avenue

	Upper Cockington Lane (Service Road for Odd Nos. 1-11)
	For its entire length
