(20MPH SPEED LIMIT) ORDER 2026
NOTICE is hereby given that Torbay Council has made the above Order in exercise of its powers under Section 84 (1) and (2) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (hereinafter referred to as “the Act of 1984”) and of all other enabling powers, and after consultation with the Chief Officer of Police in accordance with Part 111 of Schedule 9 to the Act of 1984, the effect of which is to introduce a 20mph zone on the road specified in the Schedule to this order. This is proposed in order to improve road safety for all road users.

If any person wishes to question the validity of the order or of any of its provisions on the grounds that such is not within the powers conferred by the Act, or that any requirement of the Act or of any instrument made under the Act has not been complied with, that person may within six weeks from the appearance of this advertisement apply to the High Court for this purpose.
